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There are two main species of bean, Arabica and Robusta. We 

use the Arabica species. Arabica grows at higher altitudes, 

1000 to 2000 meters above sea level. While it has a lower 

yield and less caffeine, it is widely recognized to be superior to 

Robusta. Arabica accounts for about 70% of world production. 

Arabica has a delicate acidic flavor, a refined aroma and a 

caramel aftertaste. The aroma develops from a series of  

chemical reactions as the bean is roasted. In its green form, the 

bean has virtually no aroma. The higher the altitude the coffee 

is grown, the better the quality. Other influences on coffee 

quality include: latitude, soil conditions, climate, growing 

practices, processing, correct storage, and transport.
